Floats must be parked at Raley Hall no later than 9:15 AM

to the towing unit by means of safety chains or cables which shall be of sufficient strength to hold the gros:
weight of the towed vehicle in the event the primary towing device fails or becomes disconnected while bei
operated.

o Maximum riders limited to the number necessary to work the float properly, usually 10 or less. Parade or-
ganizers may limit numbers.

e No substance usd-loats will be checked before parade starts and during parade route. Any members unde
the influence of alcohol/drugs will be barred from participation and their group wdisbealified from the
parade and all homecoming contests and subject to disciplinary proceedings.
